Reviewer #1: Journal: STRUCTURES

* The researchers did not mention the properties and dimensions of the plastic waste flakes used or their dimensions, and the mechanical properties, density and other properties of these wastes were not examined.

* 10% of the coarse aggregate was replaced by PET waste flakes, while the sieved analysis of the coarse aggregate was not mentioned or that of the flakes. It was also necessary to mention the international specifications
used for that analysis.

* There are some researches that dealt with the effect of adding plastic waste on the behavior of reinforced concrete beams, but they were not addressed in this research, such as:

Reviewer #2: General comments

The flexural performance of reinforced concrete beams produced by partially replacing the coarse aggregates with polyethylene terephthalate (PET) shredded wastes is investigated. The analysis of load deflection behavior,
cracking behavior, failure mode, stiffness, and ductility of the beam is conducted. The conclusions drew is intreresting in terms of the replacement of coarce aggregates with PET shredded wastes.

Specific comments

1.The PET waste used in the experiment was shredded using a shredding machine and the irregular shape was retained through the use of a No.4 (4.75 mm) sieve. If possible, the properties, such as the tensile strength, density,
and the sizes of PET waste should be given.

2.The number and dimension of the full-scale beam need to be checked. The hight of the beam is 200mm in line 57, which is different from that in Fig.4. The number of the specimens in line 56 also needs checking.

3.PET concrete is cast after a minimum of 14 days when the conventional concrete layer is cast to ensure it has adequate mechanical strengths without experiencing a significant amount of drying shrinkage. Please explain the
reason in details why it is 14 days. Moreover, this kind of casting procedure is not the same as that in the real engineering.
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4.The identifier of beam specimens in Table 2 and 3 should be noted.

5.The sentence of "This means the concrete beam was not completely carried by the maximum load but also by relying on the reinforcement design's maximum tensile stress" in Line 32-33 should be checked or rewritten in order
to be understood easily.

6.The few test on the beams with PET waste is conducted. The conclusion drew has to be verified by using more experimental results, which needs to be mentioned in the conclusion.
7. The language in the article shoule be revised carefully to make it more accuracy.
